RICHARD MAGRUDER PHELAN , 19212010

Richard Magruder Phelan of 4 Cornell Walk, Ithaca, NY, died June 1, 2010, at Cayuga Ridge, Ithaca, NY, where he hac
been a patient since October, 2009.

Richard was born September 20, 1921, in Moberly, Missouri, second son of Frederick William and Ethel Ray Phelan
Upon receiving his Bachelor of Mechanical Engineering degree from the University of Missouri in 1943, Richard joined
the U.S. Navy and served until 1946, after which he worked as a civilian for the Navy until he was recruited to become
an instructor of m echanical engineering at Cornell University. At Cornell he earned the Master of Mechanical
Engineering in Machine Design in 1950, ultimately becoming Professor of Mechanical Engineering in 1962, and
Emeritus Professor in 1988.

During his professional years, Richard wrote and had published three text books: Fundamentals of Mechanical
Design, 1956, 1962, and 1970; Dynamics of Machinery, 1967; and Automatic Control Systems, 1977. He was a
longstanding member of the Society of Sigma Xi, American Society of Mechanical Engineers, American Society for
Engineering Education, Society of Experimental Stress Analysis, American Gear Manufacturers' Assn., American
Association of University Professors, New York Academy of Sciences, American Association for the Advancement of
Science, Phi Kappa Phi, Pi Tau Sigma, and Tau Beta Pi.

Sabbatical leaves were spent at the University of Michigan (Ann Arbor), studying; Lawrence Radiation Laboratory
(Livermore, CA) as consultant; traveling and lecturing on Feedback Control Systems (United States, Yugoslavia as a
Fulbright Scholar, and China).

Richard's enduring hobby was playing the trumpet, in early years in a swing band and later as a charter member of
the Ithaca Concert Band. His HO-Scale model train collection/layout was helpful i n his control system course when
students were promised they could "play train” when they came to his home for dinner.

Upon retirement in 1988, Richard and his wife, Olive, traveled for twelve years, covering all seven continents, which
included over 20 countries, city states, and islands.

Whether ballooning over the savannah of Africa or schmoozing with the penguins in Antarctica, it was a
rewarding and magical time.

Richard was predeceased by his parents and his older brother, Fred and Fred's wife, Faye Surviving are his
wife of 58 years, Olive; his son, William and his wife Maimouna and their children Sally and Abraham of
Ithaca; his daughter Susan and her son Matthew O'Toole of Rochester, NY; his brother Daniel, Dan's wife
Mary, their son, Jim, their two daughters, Beth (Mark) Hodges, their two daughters Amy and Sarah

Faith in Action: The Sweet Side of
Fair Trade

Fair Trade white, brown, and powdered sugar is
now widely available. Buy it to help protect
sugar farmers and the environment.

Sustainability has always been an important
value for many in our congregation. Social justice
has also been a strong part of our mission, that
makes Fair Trade sugar a sweet choice.

Fair Trade sugar, which made its US debut in
2005, is now widely available to consumers in
grocery stores and onlineN giving people the
opportunity to buy white, brown, and powdered
sugar that benefits both people and the planet.

Conventional Sugar: Not So Sweet :

About 85 percent of the sugar sold in the US is
grown domestically, but much of that farming is
controlled by large corporations under conditions
that harm the environment.

About half of the sugarcane in the US comes from
southern Florida, where the sugarcane industry
has been encroaching on the Florida Everglades
for nearly a century. More than a billion gallons
of water are diverted away from the Everglades
to the sugarcane fields every day, according to
the Everglades Trust Foundation. In addition,
phosphorus run -offs from the sugar industry
have devastated the Everglades@cosystem, and
the sugar lobby has worked aggressively to avoid
responsibility for repairing the damage.

The sugar lobby has consistently worked to
postpone the deadlines for cleaning up
contaminated water and has shifted the burden of
paying for clean-up to tax payers,.

US trade policies protect the jobs of domestic
sugar farmers, but they result in sugar prices in
the US that are usually about three times the price
of sugar on the world market, damaging farmers
around the world who cannot compete in a US
sugar market. High sugar costs also affect

manufacturers of food products and beverages in
the US, and their customers; a 2003 report by the
Organization for Economic Cooperation and
Development (OECD) estimates that the US
sugar program costs consumers roughly $1.5
billion dollars a year.

And these protectionist policies donOt necessarily
help small farmers. The OECD estimates that
over 40 percent of US policy benefits go to just 1
percent of all sugar producers.

Sugarcane farming abroad does not have a better
record. The World Wildlife Fund estimates that,
because of habitat destruction, intensive water
use, heavy use of chemicals, and polluted
wastewater, sugar may be responsible for more
biodiversity loss than any other crop worldwide.

And the harvesting of sugar has often been
plagued with labor pr oblems. According to a
2004 report by Human Rights Watch, up to one
third of sugarcane plantation workers in El
Salvador are under 18 years old, and reports
from the Philippines, China, and Tanzania all
expose rampant use of child labor on sugar
plantation s.

Better Options: Fair Trade Sugar:

If you want a sweetener that is easy on the
environment and supports your local economy,
you can look for locally grown organic maple
syrup or honey. But if itOs sugar you need, Fair
Trade Certified? sugar is now incre asingly
available in stores throughout the US and online.

Through Fair Trade, farmers are paid a
guaranteed price for their products N a price that
covers their living costs while also helping to
improve their communities. The Fair Trade price
also includes a Osocial premium,O which is used
for social projects decided upon democratically
by the farmers, and an additional premium is
paid for sugarcane that is certified organic.

OFair Trade certification ensures that sugarcane
farmers receive a fair price for their harvest,
helping farmers around the world put food on
their tables,O says Anthony Marek, public
relations director at TransFair USA, which
certifies Fair Trade sugar for sale in the US. Olt
also creates direct trade links between farmers
and buyers, and provides access to affordable
credit. And Fair Trade premiums allow farmers
to invest in and improve their communities.O

Sugarcane farmers in the Chikwawa district of
Malawi have put the Fair Trade premiums to
life -saving use. Before the Kasinthula Cane
Growers sugar cooperative was certified by the
Fairtrade Labelling Organisations International
in 2002, people in the farmersO villages were
beset by waterborne illnesses like bilharzias,
cholera, and dysentery. The cooperativeOs first
project using the Fair Trade premiums was the
drilling of two wells, which now provi de clean
drinking water to two villages and help prevent
these diseases.

The cooperative has also used its Fair Trade
premiums to bring electricity to the village of
Chinangwa, and members are currently at work

building a school.

In addition to guaranteeing farmers a fair price,
Fair Trade certification also helps farmers use
environmentally sustainable farming practices.
On Fair Trade farms, producers must adhere to
strict standards regarding the use and handling
of pesticides; the protection of natural waters,
virgin forest, and other ecosystems of high
ecological value; and the management of
erosion and waste, according to TransFair USA.

And the premiums that come with Fair Trade
certification often enable farmers to switch to
organic farming N 90 percent of the Fair Trade
Certified® sugar in the US is also certified
organic.

What You Can Do :

Go Fair Trade for your sweet needs by

purchasing Fair Trade Certified® sugar. If your
local grocer doesnOt have it, ask that theyarry
it and order it online until itOs available locally.

The SPCA of Tompkins County was incorporated in February 1902 in an effort to prosecute individual cases of cruelty. In 1904,
the organization acquired sheltering facilities and took over as Opound master® for some of the municipalities withinthe county.
For much of its history, the SPCA has employed humane officers to investigate individual cases of cruelty, as well as providing
impound, sheltering and adoption of unwanted dogs, cats, and other animals. In 1999, the SPCA Board of Directors resolved to
become a "nckill" shelter, a vision fully realized by the end of 2001. In the spring of 2004, the SPCA opened the Dorothy and
Roy Park Pet Adoption Center, a sheltering facility that provides dogs, cats and other companion animals with comfortable,
healthy, home-like settings.
